Math 

Period 3 Math 

We will start the week by working on solving linear systems by graphing.  They will be using equations to graph the line then solve the equation by finding the point of intersection between the two lines.  Following that they will be working on translations, both describing them and graphing them.
Period 5 Math 

Students will begin the week with a review of equivalent fractions, simplified fractions, comparing fractions, and ordering fractions.  Following that students will begin working on converting mixed numbers and improper fractions.   Remind your student to keep up on their Aleks minutes each week (60 minutes).  

Period 6 Math 

Students will begin the week with a review of ratios, unit rates, and unit prices.  Following the review students will begin to work on proportions.  They will be able to test if ratios can form a proportion and use cross products to simplify.   Please remind your student to keep up on their Aleks minutes each week (80 minutes).
