St. Patrick’s Safety Patrol

Student Responsibilities

1. Arrive at 7:40
2. Place your backpack in the entry way by the safety patrol cabinet. 

3. Get a vest from the cabinet and put it on.  It should always be worn as the outer layer so you are very visible. 

4. Go to one of the four student stations.  

a. Station one: Down to the curve in the sidewalk 
b. Station two:  Right in front of the gym entrance steps
c. Station three:  In front of the parish office windows 

d. Station four:  Down near the church doors

5. Encourage all cars to pull forward completely before letting their children out.  Remember the pull forward wave you learned. 

6. Open the car door (s) nearest to you helping the children from the cars. 

a. If there are small children, help them from the car and with their backpacks.  If they need help getting the backpack on, usher them to the sidewalk and then help them.  

b. Give direction to the children.  Politely say, “Please move to the sidewalk.”  

c. Be sure that no child stays on the parking lot or walks near the cars.  

7. Back yourself up and out of the way of traffic as it pulls ahead. 

8. Continue helping until Mr. Ridder comes on over the speakers.  The rush will happen right before he speaks. 

Remember, your job is very important.  The safety of our students is critical.  You play a big part of that.  

You report for your assigned task even when it is raining or very cold.  Be sure to dress for the weather.  The school provides rain coats.  Umbrellas are not acceptable as they can damage the cars.  It is also difficult to open car doors in with something in your hands.  

In cold weather, wear boots, a warm coat, gloves and a hat.  There is always a wind in the parking lot, and you will get cold.  Preparation is the key!  

The adult in charge will inform you if it is too cold or too rainy to work.  You must report at normal time, and he/she will let you know that morning.  Failure to report late, will result in a demerit.  
If you are unable to report, you must work to find a sub.  Failure to report without doing so will result in a demerit.  If you wake up sick, we ask that your parents notify us via email so we can find a sub for you.  

Remember that there are adults on either side of you.  If you have any concerns or problems as you work, ask the adult for help.
