Reading 
Period 1 Reading

English/Writing 

We will be reviewing our material from Unit 8 this week to prepare for our first test of the year.  We encourage the students to study 10-15 minutes a night so that they don’t have to cram at the end.  They should know exactly what to study from by the time they come home this weekend.  We took notes throughout the unit and at the end we discussed where all of the information is that they need to study.  (There should also a list in their notebook)
Social Studies

Math 
Period 3 Math 

Tuesday we will review chapter one materials for the test Wednesday.  Following that, we will begin working with equations.  Students will be required to show their work in solving equations.  Full credit will not be given without it.  I want them to get into the practice of showing their work in the simpler problems so that it is habit when the problems become more difficult.

Period 4 Math 

This week we will continue working with integers.  By mid week students should be able to use all computation methods involving integers.  We will end the week looking at mean, median, and mode.
Period 5 Math 

Dividing decimals has been a challenge so we will continue to review that at the start of the week.  After we finish with a review of the different computations of decimals we will dive into conversions in the metric system.
Science 

We have just started our unit on matter.  We will be discussing in length what it is and the properties, chemical properties and have some hands-on activities similar to the one this past week.   Students should review each night what we read about in class and any notes that we have taken.  Don’t get worried if they start doing weird experiments, I’ve suggested some easy, SAFE, FUN things for them to do at home from the science book.  Please know that for the next few chapters in the science book, I will be giving the section worksheets out individually instead of in a packet so the students can get used to doing a bit each night.  We will eventually progress back into using the packet.
Religion/DWP
The first Religion test is on Tuesday over chapters 1-3.  Just like English, they should know exactly what to study and where to find it.  If this is not the case, please feel free to email me as I know that some of our kiddos are still getting used to the freedoms of 6th grade.
Also, the students did a wonderful job of showing their DWP skills during the first few weeks of school.  We will continue to acknowledge these positive actions by marking on the merit side of their cards.  If you are ever curious as to what they are doing to receive them, simply look at the number next to the signature.  If you flip the card over, each number corresponds to a DWP skill.
