Period 1 Reading

English/Writing 

We just took the Unit 8 test and will be moving forward with the next unit on Tuesday.  We will be working with proper, common, singular, plural, collective, and possessive nouns.  Apostrophes can be tricky, and during this unit we will learn about their uses and their misuses.
Social Studies 

Monday we will finish up migration with a quiz over sections 1 & 2 on Tuesday.  Students should be studying their flash cards, Reading Readiness Guides, and note outlines to prepare.  Following the quiz we will learn about economic systems.  They will examine different kinds of economies, investigate the different levels of economy, and study global trade patterns.
Math 
Period 3 Math 

Students will be receiving the course 3 book Monday which will follow a similar format as the course 2 book but have more challenging numbers to work with.  We will begin the week working on exponents and the properties of numbers and by the end of the week we will be entering into solving simple algebraic equations.
Period 4 Math 

This week we will start with a review on mean, median, and mode.  We will take two days to review for the chapter 1 test which will be on Thursday, September 15th.  All corrections on chapter 1 assignments should be turned in by that day.  Friday the students will be taking a pretest for chapter 2 involving solving algebraic expressions.
Period 5 Math 

This week we will do a review of the material we have covered so far and then continue onto integers.  Students will be learning how to plot positive and negative numbers on a number line as well as find the sum and difference of equations with integers.
Science 

We will continue with Introduction to Matter and we are delving into Physical Properties and start Chemical Properties.  We will have a section review quiz next week on Chapter 1 Section 1 (What is Matter?) and Section 2 (Physical Properties).  Students should study each night the vocabulary words we used in class and class notes.  Students should have everything they need in their Interactive Science Notebook.  
Religion/DWP
Our Vocation’s Day fieldtrip is coming up on October 21st at Skutt Catholic High School.  We will join 6th graders from across the Diocese for a full-filled day of learning and competition.  The students will be preparing for a test for Vocation’s Day for the next few weeks.  The test consists of 50 questions that we will slowly build upon.
